• The weighted average maturity of the pool will 
generally be managed to 60 days or less. 

   
  
The Office of the State Treasurer (OST) assumes 
the daily responsibility of managing the assets of 
the pool. The State Depository Board prescribes 
cash management policies and procedures for the 
state and provides oversight for the pool. The board 
meets quarterly and is comprised of the governor, 
the commissioner of insurance, the state 
accounting officer, the commissioner of 
transportation, the commissioner of banking and 
finance, the state revenue commissioner, and the 
state treasurer. State law requires the board to 
formulate policies to maximize efficient and effective 
utilization of the state's cash resources.
   
  
The OST generally invests the pooled funds in U.S. 
Treasury obligations, securities issued or 
guaranteed by the U.S. government or any of its 
agencies or instrumentalities, repurchase 
agreements (REPO) contracted with highly-rated 
counterparties, negotiated investment deposits, and 
highly-rated commercial paper. Because of the 
extremely strong credit quality of the portfolio's 
assets and eligible investments, Standard & Poor's 
rates Georgia Fund 1 'AAAf'.  
   
  
In order to provide its shareholders with a safe and 
liquid investment pool, eligible investments for the 
funds will be limited to a stated final maturity of 397 
days for all investments, excluding government 
floaters, which will be limited to a maximum stated
